DIRECTIONS TO THE HISTORY THEATER
The History Theater is located in the same building as McNally Smith College of Music.

From the west metro via 1-94: Take the 10th Street exit, right on St. Peter St., left on Exchange St.

From the east metro via I-94: Take the 12th Street exit (242A) toward the State Capital, left onto Cedar Street,
right onto Exchange St.

From the north metro via I-35E: Take the 10th Street/Wacouta Street exit (107A), curve right onto 10th Street,
right on Cedar Street, take a left onto Exchange St.

From the south metro via I-35E: Take the 11th Street exit (106C) toward the State Capital; turn right on Cedar Street, right to
Exchange St.

On the Street: Downtown meters are enforced from 8:00am — 4:30pm.

In a Ramp: The nearest parking ramps are:
